The article substantiates some approaches to updating the content
of the activities of general education organizations to improve the
quality of education of students with disabilities in accordance with
modern problems of quality management of education. The proposed
approaches are based on the criteria for assessing the mechanisms of
quality management of education in the subjects of the Russian
Federation, developed by the Federal State Budgetary Institution
«Federal Institute for Quality Assessment of Education», as well as the
author's experience with employees of general education organizations
in the system of advanced training. Among the directions of updating
the activities of general education organizations to improve the quality
of education of students with disabilities are identified: the
development of the quality of education, taking into account common
approaches to the mechanisms of quality management of education in
the subjects of the Russian Federation; the implementation of
management strategies to improve the quality of education in general
education organizations and the quality of education; the development
of the quality of education in schools with low educational results and

The history of the formation of human society shows that at the early
stages of its development, due to the underdevelopment of the
productive forces, the low level of culture, moral and spiritual
values, the attitude towards people with psychophysical disabilities
was intolerant. The new age also demanded a new approach to the
theory and practice of studying deviations in the development and
behavior of children.

By the beginning of the 90s, the differentiated system had a
developed horizontal and vertical structure, including eight types of
special schools (for the deaf, hard of hearing, blind, visually
impaired, mentally retarded children, children with speech
disorders, mental retardation, disorders of the musculoskeletal
system), sixteen types of special education, special preschool and
school (general and professional) educational institutions.

For each type of special schools, the principles of teaching, forms,
and construction of the educational process were defined, and the
means and methods of teaching were developed. For each academic
discipline studied in a special school, a system of special textbooks,
methods and a large number of original visual aids has been created.

FEATURES OF EMPATHY
FORMATION AMONG TEACHERS
WORKING
WITH SPECIAL CHILDREN

The article presents an analysis of the problem of
manifestation of empathy as a professionally
significant personality trait of a teacher working in
inclusive education. The indicators of pedagogical
empathy, manifested in value attitudes, are described;
emotional flexibility; rational and intuitive levels of
thinking, positive behavioral reactions. An empirical
study aimed at studying the level of manifestation of
pedagogical empathy in inclusive education among
teachers with different work experience determined
that teachers with up to 10 years of teaching experience
have a higher level of empathy compared to teachers
with more than 10 years of work experience. Young
teachers are more likely to show rational and emotional
abilities in dealing with special children, while teachers
with more than 10 years of experience are motivated in
their professional activities to display creative and
cognitive abilities.

THE STATE MIGRATION POLICY -
