Psychologist Sue Johnston explains: ‘Of course it’s natural for people to want to
change the way they look — have a new haircut, buy something nice to wear to a
party or make a good first impression at an interview, and many women don’t like
to be seen without their make-up.

1 Think about your skills and talents. For example, focus on success at work,
participating in sports, and friendships. Once you realize that you can achieve your
goals and have a happy, full life, appearance will seem less important. If you do
have negative feelings about your appearance, try to do something positive like
buying some new clothes or taking up a new hobby.

2 Learn to accept that you are unique. There’s no one else in the world like
you and that makes you very special. Love the unusual things about yourself. If
you hate your red hair because it’s so different, then teach yourself to think about it
as beautiful and exotic!

3 Forget about what you can’t control. There’s one simple rule: be realistic,
work on improving what you can change, and don’t spend time worrying about
anything else.
