In every conversation lesson the teacher gives students some questions he’d
prepared earlier. There are better ways to do this, student-centred learning can
encompass every stage and I’ve never taught a class yet which was incapable of
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making its own questions. However I have faced my demons on this, I find it a very
good way to give students talking time without asking too much of them. These
questions lead them through a range of relevant sub-topics and really give them
chance to talk. They can vary the order, vary the wording and the timing, just be sure
they avoid short and simple answers.

In pairs, make conversation about your answers to these questions:

Did you enjoy your time at school, in general? Why (not)?

What did you like best? What did you hate the most?

Do you think education in your country is generally of a good standard?

How could it be improved?

If you were Minister of Education, what’s the first thing you’d do?

Did you use to play sport at school? Were the facilities good? 33

Have you ever fallen asleep in class? What happened?

Do students and children wear uniforms here? Should they? Why (not)?

A nice way to round this off is to come together as a group and ask people
what their partner said. I vary the questions, it keeps people on their toes... for
example, Aizhan, was school a good experience for Aliya? After five minutes
(maximum) we have shared our experiences of school and are ready to move on.

One tip, some people have very bad memories of school. During this stage,
listen carefully to get an idea of anything you might like to avoid asking in front of
the whole class. It won’t happen too often, but is worth considering.

The
idea of lifelong education was first fully articulated in this century by Basil Yeaxlee
(1929). He along with Eduard Lindeman (1926) provided an intellectual basis for a
comprehensive understanding of education as a continuing aspect of everyday life.
In this they touched upon various continental traditions such as the French notion of
education permanente and drew upon developments within adult education within
Britain and North America. In more recent years we have seen a shift into discussion
of lifelong learning and the more problematic notion of informal learning. Here we
examine the development of thinking about lifelong education and learning — and
highlight some issues with the interest shown by policymakers in the notions.
Education is life The notion of learning through life is hardly new, as a glance at
Plato’s Republic reveals. However, with the development of a self-consciously
‘adult education’ came the view that education should be lifelong. In what Waller
(1956: 22) describes as a report without parallel, the Adult Education Committee of
the British Ministry of Reconstruction concluded: (A)dult education must not be
regarded as a luxury for a few exceptional persons here and there, nor as a thing
which concerns only a short span of early manhood, but that adult education is a
permanent national necessity, an inseparable aspect of citizenship, and therefore
should be both universal and lifelong. (1919) The committee’s membership was a
roll call of the great and good in adult education at the time: Albert Mansfield, R. H.
Tawney and Basil Yeaxlee. Similar themes appeared in Eduard Lindman’s classic
The Meaning of Adult Education (1926). Building on a number of themes associated
with his friend and colleague, John Dewey, he argued that: 1. Education is life: ‘not
merely preparation for an unknown kind of future living... The whole of life is
learning, therefore education can have no endings. This new venture is called adult
education not because it is confined to adults but because adulthood, maturity,
defines its limits...” (Lindeman 1926) 2. Adult education should be non-vocational:
‘Education conceived as a process coterminous with life revolves about non-
vocational ideals... adult education more accurately defined begins where
vocational education leaves off. Its purpose is to put meaning into the whole of life’.
3. We should start with situations not subjects: ‘The approach... will be via the route
of situations, not subjects... In conventional education the student is required to
adjust himself to an established curriculum; in adult education the curriculum is built
around the student’s needs and interests’. 4. We must use the learner’s experience:
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‘The resource of highest value in adult education is the learner’s experience... all
genuine education will keep doing and thinking together’ (ibid.: 6-7) (Extracts from
Lindeman can be found in key texts). These concerns seem rather idealistic when
placed in the context of the emphasis on the acquisition of competencies for
employment and upon accreditation that came strongly into force in the 1990s.
However, they link very strongly with the concerns and practices of informal
educators. It is not only that education carries on throughout life, it also part of living.
Lifelong education Education as part of living is a theme that Basil Yeaxlee develops
in the first book-length exploration of lifelong education in 1929. He drew on the
work of Lindeman and others, and upon his own extensive experience within adult
education in Britain. He had helped organize the adult learning and social
programmes of the YMCA (e.g. around the extensive provision for soldiers during
the First World War), and was a pivotal figure in gaining recognition for adult
education as a field of practice in the UK (partly through his work for educational
settlements and the British Institute of Adult Education. In Lifelong Education,
Yeaxlee looks back at many of the themes of The 1919 Report and argues for a
much wider and fuller lifelong education’ (Yeaxlee 1929).

History of Stress Research.

The suggestion that personality may be an important determiner of physical
symptoms that develop as a person attempts to cope with life events has exerted a
significant force on psychological and psychiatric thinking during the twentieth
century. Sigmund Freud was trained as a physician, and his experience treating
patients suffering from physical disorders with little or no apparent physical cause
played a major role in the development of psychoanalytic theory. Freud s
experiences with these patients led him to the conclusion that persons who tended to
deal with threatening psychological material by repressing emotional reactions or
denying the presence of emotional disturbance were at risk for the development of
physical symptoms. Repressed psychological distress, particularly distress related to
sexuality, appeared in the form of physical symptoms through the defense
mechanism of conversion.

According to Freud, conversion operates by converting psychological distress
into a physical symptom, and the symptom provides a clue to the nature of the
psychological conflict. For example, a person might become blind after witnessing
a traumatic event such as a serious accident in which his or her loved ones died. By
becoming blind, the person indirectly expresses the distress the accident caused , as
if he or she were saying, I cannot bear to see if [ must see people die.

Robot teachers

If you think of the jobs robots could never do, you would probably put doctors
and teachers at the top of the list. It’s easy to imagine robot cleaners and factory
workers, but some jobs need human connection and creativity. But are we
underestimating what robots can do? In some cases, they already perform better than

doctors

at diagnosing illness. Also, some patients might feel more comfortable
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sharing personal information with a machine than a person. Could there be a place
for robots in education after all?

British education expert Anthony Seldon thinks so. And he even has a date for
the robot takeover of the classroom: 2027. He predicts robots will do the main job
of transferring information and teachers will be like assistants. Intelligent robots will
read students’ faces, movements and maybe even brain signals. Then they will adapt
the information to each student. It’s not a popular opinion and it’s unlikely robots
will ever have empathy and the ability to really connect with humans like another
human can.

One thing is certain, though. A robot teacher is better than no teacher at all. In
some parts of the world, there aren’t enough teachers and 9—16 per cent of children
under the age of 14 don’t go to school. That problem could be partly solved by robots
because they can teach anywhere and won’t get stressed, or tired, or move
somewhere for an easier, higher-paid job.

Those negative aspects of teaching are something everyone agrees on. Teachers
all over the world are leaving because it is a difficult job and they feel overworked.
Perhaps the question is not ‘Will robots replace teachers?’ but ‘How can robots help
teachers?’

Background. The government’s recently introduced law / on compulsory
primary and secondary education / has got off to a rocky start. / Some autonomous
communities, / as well as the main opposition party, / which governs in some of
those regions, / are appealing to the Constitutional Court / in order to have the law
abolished. / Nobody denies that reform is necessary. / Despite the six previous laws
/ brought in over the past 20 years, / and aimed at reforming the / country’s education
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system, / your country’s academic results are still poor, / with one of Europe’s
highest drop-out rates. STOP
With the announcement of / the government’s reform of the education system,
/ seen by many in your country/ as yet another attack on reforms / made by the
previous government, / the mainstream media, / for many years struggling / to appeal
to a population / devoted to the “press of the heart”, / have discovered a goldmine /
in that most people, / regardless of the quality / of their own schooling, / whether
they have children or not, / consider themselves valid interlocutors / on the subject
of education. / Thus, any number of commentators / and members of the public, / all
more than willing to give / their opinions, / have something to say, / be it based on /
their own experience or not. STOP Added to which is the fact that your country’s
education system / is one of the most traditional in Europe, / having a strong base in
/ private or semi-private schools, / many of which are run by / religious communities.
/ The Church itself, / still a power to be reckoned with / in a country where a large
majority of / the population professes to being Catholic, / has strongly criticised this
latest set of reforms / as it relegates religious education / — understood by the vast
majority / to refer exclusively to Catholicism — / to an optional subject / not leading
to assessment. / All of which comes at a time / when many people are questioning /
the current validity of the education system / and civil values in modern societies /
and the need to make amendments. / Some questions you might like / to know the
answers to / relate to the following issues: / assessment — values — teachers — modern
societies — the role of the media. Role 1 You are the influential editor of a leading
national newspaper. Your line is clearly anti-government and you use your paper as
a platform from which to stir up general unrest in the country. As this coincides
nicely, from a journalistic viewpoint, with the growing trend towards devolution of
education to the country’s autonomous communities and local authorities, you are
seizing the opportunity to link the recent steps taken by the Ministry of Education to
the turmoil in the country caused by, amongst other things, rising inflation, lack of
competitivity, immigration, high levels of unemployment, and growing crime rates
— combined with recent episodes of bullying and the generally high school drop-out
rates. As sales of your paper have increased sharply over the last few months —
following the UK’s experiences in the field of sensationalism —, your strategy is
obviously working and you are well-satisfied with being invited to appear on an
almost daily basis on radio and TV chat shows to give your opinion on any issue.
Role 2 You are an expert in education and, as such, you are very upset about the
irresponsibility of the media and the politicians in bringing this issue out into the
public light without providing a minimum of rationality and background information
based on the state-of-the-art in education. While you approve of the need for public
debate on such an important matter as the education of future generations, you
consider that the damage being done to these same future generations, not to mention
to the good name of many professionals, just for the sake of a few votes or selling
more issues of the papers or higher TV ratings, is unacceptable and that qualified
voices from all the social sciences should be more active in the on-going debate on
education. The whole issue of education — at all levels — is such a complex matter,
and at the same time one about which everybody has something to say, that you
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consider it cannot be left to party politics and opinion-makers but calls for a short-
middle-and long-term consensus. Role 3 You are a parent concerned about
educational matters. You have three children, aged 14, 19 and 22 currently studying
at the corresponding levels of education. They have all studied at the same local
primary and secondary school as you — and where you have been chair of the PTA
for the last four years — and been affected by the various educational reforms carried
out over the years. And of course, your generation had a totally different education,
but you are still not sure if their education has been better or worse than yours in
some aspects. You understand that reform is necessary, but only in order to adapt it
to the changing times, with their implications for employment and society in general.
While you agree that there should be a minimum amount of homework — there seems
to be clear evidence that it leads to higher standards — you think that children should
have more free time to play and to develop their social skills. You also consider that
schools should do more to prepare pupils for higher education. Role 4 You have
taught for over twenty years both at conflictive state schools in run-down districts
and at posh private schools in more affluent areas. Unlike some of your colleagues,
many of whom suffer from burn-out, you are still very enthusiastic about teaching.
Your experience tells you that, barring specific anecdotes, teachers, parents and
pupils all share similar concerns. One clear conclusion to be drawn from the public
debate is that authorities must dedicate greater resources to education, resources
which must be invested directly in improving teaching standards and conditions.
You are concerned that politicians, who seize any opportunity to attack their
opponents, and parents, trying to justify their shortcomings as parents, are making
scapegoats out of teachers. Some of your proposals: more mentoring, more teachers,
more and smaller schools, fewer pupils per class, fewer teaching hours and less
money spent on building overly-expensive school gyms to be inaugurated by local
politicians and then only used for a couple of hours a day. Role 5 You are a well-
known society commentator who has taken an active stance on this issue. You
believe that the main cause of the heated public debate as to the suitability of the
new law is due to three main aspects: that parents clearly perceive that the
generations educated by religious bodies are far less conflictive and more law-
abiding than the new generations taught under non-secular ideologies; that the public
education system is staffed by ex-hippies who have a cushy job with three months’
paid holiday and is responsible for the country’s high drop-out rates and consequent
rise in delinquency; and that the model of private schools funded by public money
produces better-educated pupils as they favour a more competitive learning
environment. Likewise, you believe that the universities in your country should
model themselves more on the American system, especially as regards funding and
their close links with industry, and move away from the traditional European model
of state-run education. Role 6 You are a sociologist. Experiences from other
countries show that the issue is not exclusive to your country: the school of the 21st
century is clearly an institution in crisis. As these countries have already found, it
has little to do with the personal capacity of the many professionals dedicated to
education, but of a general neo-liberal trend in society which considers economic
viability as the only legitimate claim to success and therefore, existence. Modern
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society is increasingly more complex, and schools and educational institutions will
have to learn to adapt to a new reality just like any other organisation, company, or
indeed, individual citizen. Added to which is the growing unrest in society as it
becomes increasingly difficult to bring up a family — yet another example of an
institution in crisis — in an ever-more competitive environment. Likewise, you see
that Europe’s aim of becoming a knowledge-based economy is a priority which has
yet to be realised by those sectors of society with most to gain from it. Role 7 You
are the head of a well-established private girls’ school and spokesperson for the
leading association of private schools. You personally favour single-sex schooling
until the age of 16, with mixed classes thereafter. You have recently started to cite
what you claim are the “startling” results of a 2004 Cambridge University study
which shows that a co-ed school which had introduced single-sex teaching for
French and mathematics, two subjects in which, respectively, boys and girls in
mixed classes tend not to do so well, was able to raise the pass level of the GSCE
exams, taken at 16, from 68% to 82%. Y our own experience shows, on the one hand,
that single-sex schools are likely to be old-established and well run and, on the other
hand, that parents who choose to send their children to single-sex schools are far
more likely to be involved with the education of their offspring and thus more
concerned with performance-enhancing factors such as ensuring they have
breakfast, early nights and a quiet place to do homework. Role 8 As an official of
the Ministry of Education specialising in higher education, you are concerned about
the transition from secondary education and college to university. Over the last
twenty years there has been a clear fall in the standards of the students entering
higher education. A major reason is the “democratization” of higher education, in
that it i1s no longer the domain of the moneyed classes. This has led to a sharp
increase in the numbers of students sitting and passing the exams at university entry
level, leading, in turn, to the inevitable statistical effect of falling standards.

Another key reason is the constant meddling of politicians, introducing their
partisan ideas and/or business interests into the education system and changing the
law with each new government, instead of letting the experts get on with their job.
In terms of European competitivity, you are also concerned about the fact that some
private educational institutions are awarding degrees on a far more free-and-easy
basis than they should.

The Senses of Smell and Taste

Why does a potato chip taste salty? Why does sugar taste sweet? There are
two sense organs you use to taste. One of these sense organs is the tongue. If you
look in the mirror and stick out your tongue, you will see little bumps on it. These
bumps are called papillae. Inside each of these bumps are tiny taste buds. Taste buds
are cells that are connected to nerves. The nerves carry messages about the food you
eat to the brain. The nerves tell your brain how something tastes. You can taste if
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something is bitter, sour, sweet, or salty. Look at the picture below to see where the
taste buds are located and the different tastes you experience Y ou taste bitter things
at the back of your tongue, sour and salty things on the sides, and sweet things on
the tip. The tongue is only one part of the sense of tasting. The other sense organ
you use to taste is your nose. The nose is also the sense organ you use to smell. The
smell of food plays a big part in how food tastes. If food smells good, it usually tastes
good! Sometimes when you have a cold and your nose is stopped up, you cannot
smell anything. When this happens, nothing you eat will taste very good either.
Everything that has a smell gives off a small amount of gas. This gas is called an
odor. When you breathe in, the odor enters your nose. Some things have a weak
odor. When things have a weak odor, you have to sniff to bring the odor into your
nose. There are special nerves in the nose that send the “smell message” to the brain.
The picture below shows how the sense of smell works. Odor enters through the
nose and passes to the nerves. The nerves send a “smell message” to the brain. Is it
important to be able to smell things? Your sense of smell protects you from danger.
You smell smoke when there is a fire. Food begins to smell bad when it is no longer
good to eat. Animals such as skunks spray a liquid that has a bad odor to protect
them from danger. In this reading you learned about the senses of taste and smell
and their two sense organs, the tongue and the nose. You also learned why these two
senses are important.

Looking at the Word Psychology: From Ancient to Modern Meanings The
word psychology has had several different meanings from ancient to modern times.
Here is its present definition: Psychology is the science that studies the behavior of
organisms. Three words in the definition merit special attention: (1) science, (2)
behavior, and (3) organisms. Modern psychology is considered a science because it
bases its conclusions on data, information obtained by systematic observations.
Behavior has three aspects: (1) cognitive processes, (2) emotional states, and (3)
actions. Cognitive processes refer to what an individual thinks. Emotional states
refer to what an individual feels. Actions refer to what an individual does. An
organism is any living creature. Consequently, the behavior of dogs, rats, pigeons,
and monkeys can be legitimately included in the study of psychology. Such
organisms have indeed been subjects in psychology experiments. However,
traditionally the principal focus of psychology has been humans. When animals are
used in experiments, the implicit goal is often to explore how such basic processes
as learning and motivation, as studied in animals, can cast a light on our
understanding of human behavior. Although you now know the modern definition
of psychology, it is important to realize that the word psychology has its roots in
ancient meanings associated with philosophy. The Greek word psyche means soul.
Consequently, to philosophers living 400 to 300 B.C., psychology was the —study
of the soul.l This was the meaning given by Socrates, Plato, and Aristotle. In view
of the fact that these thinkers, particularly Socrates and Plato, did not believe that
animals have souls, it becomes evident why for many centuries psychology‘s main
attention has been given to human beings. The ancient philosophers asserted that the
soul 1s the seat of consciousness. It is consciousness that makes mental life possible.
This is why psychology is often thought of as the science of the mind. Indeed, this
meaning is the one given to it by William James, the dean of American
psychologists. Working at Harvard a little more than one hundred years ago, James
defined psychology as —the science of mental life. He believed that the purpose of
psychology should be to investigate such mental processes as thinking, memory, and
perception. Although psychology no longer is thought of as the study of the soul,
this original meaning colors our present-day approach, with its emphasis on human
behavior and the importance of cognition. Contemporary scientific psychology has
four explicit goals: describe, explain, predict, and control behavior (adopted from
www.rawanonline.com/Psychology-A-Self-Teaching-Guide-English).

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Fields of Psychology: Of Laboratories and Clinics

Psychology as a profession expresses itself in different fields, or domains of
interest. There are a number of fields of psychology, such as clinical, experimental,
counseling, developmental, physiological, human factors, and industrial. Clinical
psychology is the field associated with psychotherapy and psychological testing. A
clinic is a place where sick people go for help; consequently, clinical psychologists
try to help persons with both well-defined mental disorders and serious personal
problems. The word psychotherapy, in terms of its roots, means a —healing of the
self. In practice, a clinical psychologist who employs psychotherapy attempts to
work with a troubled person by using various methods and techniques that are
designed to help the individual improve his or her mental health. This is done
without drugs. An informal description of psychotherapy refers to it as —the talking
cure. A clinical psychologist should not be confused with a psychiatrist. A fully
Qualifie clinical psychologist has earned a Ph.D. degree (doctor of philosophy with
a specialization in psychology). Psychiatry is a medical specialty that gives its
attention to mental disorders. A fully qualified psychiatrist has earned an M.D.
Although psychiatrists can and do practice psychotherapy, they can also prescribe
drugs. Clinical psychologists, not being medical doctors, do not prescribe drugs.
Clinical psychology is the largest single field of psychology. About 40 percent of
psychologists are clinical psychologists. Experimental psychology is the field
associated with research. Experimental psychologists investigate basic behavioral
processes such as learning, motivation, perception, memory, and thinking. Subjects
may be either animals or human beings. Ivan Pavlov‘s experiments on conditioned
reflexes, associated with the learning process, used dogs as subjects. The great
majority of experimental psychologists are found at the nation’s universities. Their
duties combine research and teaching. In order to obtain a permanent position and
achieve academic promotion, it is necessary for the psychologist to publish the
results of experiments in recognized scientific journals. Experimental psychology is
not a large field of psychology in terms of numbers of psychologists. Only about 6
percent of psychologists are experimental psychologists.
